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PBR WORLD CHAMPIONS

In 2023, Rafael Jose de Brito made history by becoming
the first rider to be crowned the PBR World Champion
and Rookie of the Year in the same season. Brito began
his career-first World Finals ranked No. 9 in the Unleash
The Beast standings, 425 points behind No. 1 Kaique
Pacheco, who was unable to compete due to injury.
Knowing he had a lot of ground to cover after being
bucked off in his first two outs, Brito rallied, going for
4-for-8 including three-straight clutch rides in Rounds
5- 7 to win the event and ultimately capture the coveted
gold buckle. Brito is just the eighth rider to win both
the World Finals and World Championship in the same
season. Additionally, he is the 21 different rider, and
eighth Brazilian, to win what is called the most difficult
individual championship in professional sports in the
PBR’s 30t season. It is the 13" time a rider from Brazil
has won the PBR World Championship. Throughout

the season, Brito went 21-for-64, covering 32% of his
bulls, including winning the first premier series event

of his career in Eugene, Oregon. He earned $1,586,514,
including $1,390,500 at the World Finals.

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PBR WORLD FINALS EVENT WINNERS

The PBR World Finals event winner is the rider who earns the most
Unleash The Beast points at the end of the eight rounds of competition.
In 2023 in Fort Worth, Texas, Rafael Jose de Brito completed a never
before witnessed trifecta, winning the PBR World Finals and being
crowned the Rookie of the Year and World Champion all in the same
season. Brito began his career-first World Finals ranked No. 9 in the
Unleash The Beast standings. Despite being bucked off in Round 1 by
Top Dollar and Round 2 by Stone Cold Gangster, Brito rallied to log

his first score at the sport’s most prestigious event by lasting the 8
atop Chiseled for 90.5 points to win Round 3. While he was bested by
Ricky Vaughn in Round 4, Brito quickly righted his momentum with
three straight rides: an 89.25-point dance with Time Bomb in Round

5, an 88.5-point outing aboard Short Circuit in Round 6, and a clutch
88.25-point ride on Red Mosquito in Round 7. At the top of the event
leaderboard entering the championship round, Brito chose Flapjack as
his final opponent. After his chief competitor for the World Finals event
win, and gold buckle, Wingson Henrique da Silva was unable to make
the 8 in the final round, Brito had clinched both the World Finals event
win and World Championship, becoming the eighth man to win both
titles in the same season, joining Daylon Swearingen (2022), Jose Vitor
Leme (2021), Jess Lockwood (2019), Silvano Alves (2014), J.B. Mauney
(2013), Renato Nunes (2010) and Mike Lee (2004).

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PENDLETON WHISKY
VELOCITY TOUR CHAMPION

The Pendleton Whisky Velocity Tour (PWVT) is
the PBR’s expansion tour and primary conduit to
the organization’s premier Unleash The Beast. It
offers established and up-and-coming bull riders
an opportunity to earn money while sharpening
their skills.

In 2023, Josh Frost entered the Velocity Tour
Finals with an 85.5-point lead over No. 2 Claudio
Montanha Jr. due to an impressive season where
he earned five consecutive Top-5 finishes on the
Velocity Tour, while registering Top 10 efforts in
six of the seven regular season events he entered.

Once in Corpus Christi, Frost stumbled in Round
1 of the Finals, bucked off by Sugar Smack in
3.57 seconds. As a result, Frost’s lead was cut to
63.5 points as Montanha. was able to make the

8 for 86.25 points atop High Hopes. Knowing he
needed to rebound to maintain his lead, Frost
locked in for Round 2, scoring 86.75 points atop
Simp to secure a spot in the championship round.
After Montanha was bucked off in Round 2 by
Chuck and Ah Hell in the championship round,
Frost had clinched the title. With his eyes also
locked on an event victory, the Utah native burst
from the chutes atop Highwire, but was unseated
in 7.34 seconds. Going 1-for-3 to tie for sixth in
the overall event, Frost earned 55 Velocity Global
points, concluding the year 113.5 points ahead of
No. 2 Montanha.

Courtesy of being crowned the 2023 PBR
Velocity Tour Champion, Frost not only secured
the $50,000 bonus but also one of the final five
berths to the PBR World Finals in Fort Worth,
Texas, where he went an impressive 4-for-8 and
finished 7%, including winning the championship
round. Frost, who was drafted with the No. 2
overall pick in the 2023 Team Series Draft by the
Carolina Cowboys, notably finished a career-best
No. 23 in the Unleash The Beast standings.

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TOURING PRO DIVISION WINNER

tour of the PBR, where both established veterans
and newcomers to the professional ranks compete
against some of the sport’s best bucking bulls. The
Touring Pro Division operates during the individual
season alongside the Pendleton Whisky Velocity
Tour and elite Unleash The Beast. The TPD gives
riders the opportunity to win money and the PBR
Velocity Tour Global Points necessary to qualify for
the Velocity Tour where they can attempt to reach
the organization’s premier series.

Prior to 2013, the TPD winner was determined by
money earned. Now the winner is determined by
the bull rider who captures the most Velocity Tour
Global Points at these events.

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PBR CHALLENGER SERIES CHAMPIONS

The PBR Challenger Series Champion is the rider who earns the most Challenger Series Global
points across all individual events held from May-October (alongside PBR Teams). Riders can
earn points at all domestic Challenger Series events, and those individual events held abroad in
Australia, Brazil and Canada.

Alan de Souza was crowned the 2023
PBR Challenger Series Champion, logging
six event wins throughout the season.
The Brazilian registered nine additional
Top 5 finishes, including a second-place
finish at the PBR Stockyards Showcase

in Fort Worth, Texas, in May to launch his
championship run.

After a Top-10 finish in Evansville, Indiana,
to conclude May, Souza returned to

Fort Worth and won his first event of

the season on June 1. Riding a wave of
momentum, Souza logged five consecutive
Top-5 finishes, ending with his streak

of back-to-back wins in Belcourt, North
Dakota and Fort Worth, Texas.

The red-hot Souza rode to two additional
event wins in Rocksprings, Texas, and Fort
Worth in early July before concluding the
month with three more Top-10 finishes.
Competing in just three events in August,
Souza maintained his No. 1 ranking by
tallying back-to-back third place finishes
in Sterling, Colorado, and again excelling
at the weekly Stockyards Showcase in
Fort Worth.

September started with a bang for Souza,
who won in Dickinson, North Dakota,
while also logging two additional Top-20
efforts at the event courtesy of a quadruple-entry. While he made just one more appearance on
the Challenger Series in September, he made it count, finishing second and ninth in Minot, North
Dakota, via a double entry.

After traveling back to Brazil during October, later in the month Souza returned to competition in
the United States when it mattered most, landing just in time to ride at the 2023 PBR Challenger
Series Championship in Las Vegas, Nevada. He began the event with a 76.33-point lead over
surging young gun John Crimber.

As competition began, Crimber closed the gap on Souza in Round 1, covering Huckleberry for 89
points, while Souza was unseated by Blown Away. With Souza not advancing to the championship
round, Crimber, who had closed within 48.33 points, had a chance to overtake his fellow Brazilian
if he could make the requisite 8. However, the 18-year-old phenom was bucked off by Baby Huey in
4.3 seconds, and Souza became the 2023 PBR Challenger Series Champion, concluding the season
27.33 points ahead of No. 2 Crimber.

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ROOKIE OF THE YEAR

The Rookie of the Year award is presented to the bull rider who earns the most PBR Unleash The
Beast points during their first elite tour season. From 2003-2012, the award was presented to the
bull rider who earned the most money during his first season competing on the premier series.

Starting in 2013 the Rookie of the Year award was given to the rider who earned the most points.

In 2023, Rafael Jose de Brito was the first rider to be crowned the PBR World Champion and
Rookie of the Year in the same season. In the standings, Brito topped two-time PBR World
Champion Jose Vitor Leme for the gold buckle in the Unleash The Beast standings by 287 points,
and fellow rookie Brazilian Wingson Henrique da Silva by 486.5 points in the Rookie of the Year
race.

Brito began his title campaigns by riding to Top-5 finishes at his first three events. Despite his

hot start, the Brazilian was still 17 points behind Daniel Keeping in the Rookie of the Year race.
However, while Keeping battled injury and was unable to consistently compete, Brito continued to
hone his craft throughout the year. In mid-February, Brito broke through and won his first premier
series event in Eugene, Oregon, finally overtaking Keeping and moving to the No. 1 spot in the
rookie rankings.

After taking hold of the top spot in the rookie race, Brito never let go, earning three more Top-5
finishes to close out the year ranked No. 9 ahead of his first PBR World Finals with a 120.67 point
lead on Keeping in the Rookie of the Year standings. In Fort Worth for the sport’s most prestigious
event, Brito went 4-for-8 to win the World Finals, clinching both the World Championship and
Rookie of the Year honor, a feat never before accomplished in PBR’s three decades of competition.

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PBR TEAMS CHAMPIONS

The PBR Teams Champion is the team that wins the PBR Teams Championship progressive
elimination tournament. In the first two seasons, all eight teams made the postseason and were
seeded based on their regular season records, with the top two teams receiving a first-round bye.

The Texas Rattlers finished the 2023 regular season No. 3 in the league with a 16-12 record,
narrowly missing a first round bye at the Championship. Once in Las Vegas, the team caught fire
riding lights out inside Las Vegas en route to being crowned the 2023 PBR Teams Champions.

A consistent presence atop the standings throughout the season, the Texas Ratters caught a wave

of momentum midway through the campaign when they went 2-1 and dominated Extra Outs to win
their first event of the year in Ridgedale, Missouri, in mid-September. They then concluded the season
strong, improving to a perfect 6-0 inside their home Dickies Arena and winning their homestand
event in back-to-back seasons to conclude the regular season amid a three-game win streak.

Led by Cody Lambert, at the 2023 PBR Teams Championship the Texas Rattlers downed the No.

8 Missouri Thunder, 174-84.5, to advance to Round 2. Continuing their hot streak, Texas bested
the No. 4 Oklahoma Freedom, 170.75-87, to advance to the team’s second-consecutive Semifinals.
There, the Rattlers throttled the shutout Arizona Ridge Riders, 175.25-0, to advance to the
Championship Game where they would take on the the regular season No. 1 Austin Gamblers. In a
shootout, Joao Ricardo Vieira, Brady Fielder and Cody Jesus all converted before Daniel Keeping
secured the victory in the Rattlers’ final out with a 90.5-point ride on Red River, Texas outscored
the Gamblers by 90 points, 355.25-265.25, and were crowned the 2023 PBR Teams Champions.

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PBR TEAMS MVPS

The PBR Teams MVP is the rider who earns the most aggregate points at the conclusion of the
PBR Teams regular season. In 2023, Jose Vitor Leme, selected first overall in the inaugural PBR
Teams Draft by the Austin Gamblers, repeated as the PBR Teams MVP after also winning the honor
in the league’s first season. Leme went an incredible 20-for-29 during the regular season, leading
the league in rides (20) and walkoff rides (6). The two-time MVP also tied for the league lead

in 90-point rides (5), Extra Out rides (2), and Extra Out riding percentage (100%). Securing the
MVP award by 87 points over Cassio Dias on his final out of the regular season, Leme propelled
the Gamblers to a league-best 19-9 record. At the PBR Teams Championship, Leme went 3-for-3,
including two walkoff rides, but the Gamblers fell short of winning the year-end title, beat in the
Championship Game by the No. 3 Texas Rattlers.

PBR TEAMS COACH OF THE YEAR

The PBR Teams Coach of the Year award is determined by a vote of their peers from the league’s
eight teams.

After a slow start to the season, the Texas Rattlers rallied behind Cody Lambert to finish the
regular season ranked No. 3 with a 16-12 record. The Rattlers’ late-season surge included becoming
the only team in the league to remain undefeated at their home venue, improving to a perfect 6-0
inside Dickies Arena in Fort Worth as they won their homestand for the second consecutive season
in October to end the regular season. Showing remarkable consistency, Lambert and the Rattlers
rolled through the league’s playoffs in Las Vegas with a perfect 4-0 performance, posting at least
two rides in each game and four in the championship game to beat the Austin Gamblers en route
to the 2023 PBR Teams Championship.

The veteran helped spark the
Rattlers’ late-season push, as he went 2-for-5 in the regular season and delivered a crucial conversion
adgainst the Oklahoma Freedom in Round 2 of the PBR Teams Championship to propel the Rattlers

to the Semifinals and an eventual PBR Teams Championship. In addition to Vastbinder, Blankenship
added free agent Trace Redd in August. At just 18 years of age, Redd also proved to be a key player in
the Rattlers’ resurgence, going 3-for-7 in his two months with the team.

Each award honors a segment of
the bull riding or rodeo community, and each recipient has made a substantial contribution to the
sport of bull riding.

Note: The Heroes & Legends celebration was held at the World Finals until 2008 when it became part of the PBR event in
Pueblo, Colo., where the organization’s headquarters are located. Because of the change, a class was not inducted in 2008.
The ceremony returned to the World Finals in 2011. In 2020, due to the COVID-19 (coronavirus) pandemic, the awards were
postponed, and scheduled to resume in 2021. There were no inductees in 2022. In 2023, the Heroes & Legends Celebration was
relocated to the National Cowboy & Western Heritage Museum in Oklahoma City, Okla., held prior to the PBR Teams event.

PBR RING OF HONOR

The PBR Ring of Honor was created in 1996 to recognize those who have had the most profound
impact on bull riding, both in and out of the arena. The 48 members share a common bond of
courage, strength and dedication in playing a significant role in helping professional bull riding
become what it is today.
